INTRODUCTION
The Caspian Environment Programme (CEP) is an international, cooperative venture launched by the Caspian littoral states in close cooperation with international partners (including donor agencies such as the World Bank, the EU/TACIS, and the United Nations Development Programme).  The CEP was effectively initiated following intensive activities in the early 1990s by various Caspian states, urging regional cooperation to address the environmental issues associated with this land-locked water body.  The Almaty Declaration of May, 1994, spawned an interagency Mission (UNDP, UNEP and World Bank) to the region in May/June 1995, during which decisions were made to initiate the CEP.  

A meeting held at Istanbul in May, 1997, introduced the EU/TACIS project and the potential Global Environment Facility (GEF) project to the riparian countries, as well as a Draft Concept Paper prepared by the World Bank following extensive consultations with the Region and with International Partners.  Comments on the Concept Paper were incorporated into a Revised Concept Paper submitted to the Caspian littoral states in English and Russian languages, in April, 1998.  

As part of the Project preparation activities for the UNDP/GEF PDF-B, Meetings of the National Transboundary Diagnostic Analysis (TDA) Experts were held in Tehran, Iran (26-28 April, 1998).  The purposes of the Tehran National TDA Expert Meeting were to:

· To discuss and improve the Draft Framework for Transboundary Diagnostic Analysis, using input from National Reports

· To discuss major elements of the UNDP/GEF Draft Project Brief

· To discuss National Capabilities for Caspian Regional Expert Centres

Following the National TDA Expert Meeting, an informal meeting of the countries and international partners was held at UNDP offices in Tehran, on 29 April 1998, to discuss the major themes of the CEP, based on analysis of the Draft Framework TDA and the CEP Programme Brief.  The CEP Programme Brief is an expansion of the GEF Project Brief which was discussed at the National TDA Expert Meeting in Tehran.
The Interim Steering Committee meeting for the Caspian Environment Programme was held at Ramsar, the Islamic Republic of Iran, from 1-3 May 1998.  Activities on the first day were focused on a Preparatory Meeting attended only by the Caspian country representatives, with an external facilitator.  Days 2 and 3 were full plenary meetings addressing the meeting objectives.  

Annex 1 provides the Agenda for the Preparatory Meeting and the Interim Steering Committee Meeting.  Annex 2 provides the full contact information on the meeting participants.  Annex 3 lists the documents provided to the meeting participants, either before the meeting or at the meeting.  Documents were provided in English, and in Russian where appropriate.

The Ramsar Meeting Objectives included:


Discussion and acceptance of the Revised CEP Concept Paper


Discussion and agreement on the CEP Implementation Structure


Acceptance of the National TDA Expert Meeting Conclusions and Recommendations


Acceptance of the CEP Programme Brief as a basis for implementation of the CEP (including UNDP/GEF and EU/TACIS projects under the CEP)


Acceptance of the Draft Framework TDA as a basis for the full TDA to be completed during the full GEF and EU/TACIS projects


Agreement to the locations of the PCU and the National Regional Expert Centres, as well as the assignment of responsibility for major themes amongst the riparian countries


Discussion of the implementation steps for the CEP by the five riparian countries and by the International Partners, with specific milestones identified

MEETING CONDUCT

3.1
Preparatory Meeting
During the evening of 1 May 1998, the meeting participants from all riparian countries attended a Preparatory Meeting to discuss items related to the location of the CEP Programme Coordination Unit (PCU) and the Caspian Regional Expert Centres (CRECs).  The Preparatory meeting was Facilitated by David Aubrey, assisted by Vladimir Mamaev who helped assure proper and effective communication in Russian.  

The meeting progressed by open discussion of the Terms of Reference for the PCU and CRECs, as well as an update on the National TDA Expert Meeting held the week previous in Tehran, Islamic Republic of Iran.  The concept themes were discussed, as distinct from CRECs.  The National TDA experts acknowledged ten primary themes for the CEP, based on exhaustive discussions of the Draft Framework Transboundary Diagnostic Analysis (TDA) and the CEP Project Brief.  This discussion on themes was held in the time period between the National TDA Expert Meeting and the Steering Committee Meeting, on 29 April, 1998, in the UNDP offices in Tehran.  These ten themes form a natural basis for the major activities within the CEP.  

These ten themes identified by the Experts are:

· Coastal Zone Management

· Water level Fluctuations

· Combating Coastal Desertification and Land Degradation

· Pollution: Monitoring, Abatement and Control

· Emergency Response

· Protection of Biodiversity

· Sustainable Management of Fish Resources and other Bioresources

· Legal, Regulatory and Economic Instruments

· Sustainable Human Development and Health

· Data and Information Management

The final theme is normally within the provenance of the PCU, since it is an over-arching theme common to all other themes.

Kazakstan and the Russian Federation discussed possible excessive overlap between the Biodiversity theme and the Sustainable Management of Fish Resources and other Bioresources theme.  The two countries agreed to meet to sort out proper wording to minimize the overlap.  

Themes will be addressed by the CEP, through the PCU and through the Caspian Regional Expert Centres (also known less precisely as Activity Centres), as well as through activities external to forma CRECs.  The meeting discussed the limited funds available from International Donors, and the implications for having nine CRECs versus five CRECs.  

The meeting also discussed three models for allocating themes and the PCU within the five riparian states:

· Four plus one:  Four CRECs plus one PCU

· Five plus one:  Five CRECs plus one PCU

· Nine plus one:  Nine Thematic areas plus one PCU

The first and last divisions permit even distribution of activities amongst the five countries (evenly divisible by five), whereas the middle model is the one discussed in the Revised Concept Paper.  Discussion of the merits and demerits of the various models were debated.

Finally, the countries discussed some models for distribution of the PCU and Thematic areas, for further discussion during the meeting.  

The Preparatory Meeting also discussed the overall structure of the CEP, including the functions of Governance, Coordination/Management, and Implementation at a National level.  The function of an Intersectoral Coordinating (ISC) Committee (or Unit) was discussed, and its needs agreed.  The ISC function would be implemented on a country-by-country basis according to national organization, but the function would be served to assure effective national coordination.  Some specific aspects of the ISC function were discussed:  

· Function served by National structure, whose implementation may vary from country-to-country;

· Helps assure coordination between National Projects/Programmes and CEP;

· Works closely with/for National Coordinator (Focal Point) and The Caspian Regional Expert Centres; and

· Helps assure Intersectoral Coordination required for the National Action Plan (NAP) supporting the Strategic Action Programme (SAP) (for GEF and EU/TACIS projects under the CEP, specifically)

3.2 
Plenary Opening 
The Meeting was opened by Her Excellency, Dr. Massoumeh Ebtekar, Vice President of the Islamic Republic of Iran and Head of the Department of the Environment who was introduced by Mr. Michael Schulenburg, the Resident Representative and Resident Coordinator for the United Nations in Iran.  In Dr. Ebtekar’s opening remarks (provided in written form at the meeting -- see Annex 4), the need for regional cooperation and strong partnership with international partners was urged, as the sole means towards achievement of a healthier Caspian environment.

Following the Opening Address, introductory remarks were made by all five Riparian countries, and by other participating International Partners and international organisations, including the UNDP-GEF, The World Bank, the European Union/Technical Assistance to the Commonwealth of Independent States (EU/TACIS), the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP), the International Maritime Organization (IMO), the World Meteorological Organization (WMO), and the Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO).

3.3
Election of Chairpersons and Rapporteur, and Adoption of the Agenda

The Republic of Azerbaijan nominated Dr. Majid Abbaspour as Chair of the meeting, Dr. David Vousden as co-Chair, and Dr. David Aubrey as Rapporteur.  All countries endorsed these nominations, and those nominated agreed to serve.

The Agenda was adopted with minor modification by the World Bank, which requested an intervention to present their activities towards implementing a Web Site for the CEP.

3.4
Update on Status of the CEP

All five Caspian countries gave brief updates on the status of the CEP within their countries.  

Turkmenistan:  Khabibulla Atamuradov referred to Turkmenistan’s National Report, indicating that this evidences Turkmenistan’s commitment to the CEP.

Russian Federation:  Sergei Tveritinov noted the delay in obtaining authorization to produce the Russian National Report.  Russia also noted the confusion created by the Concept Paper.  He expressed hope that adequate time will be made available to finalize the preparatory phase.  Russia suggested that the CEP could be used to examine regional impacts of oil production.  Russia stated a need to start a Trust Fund.

Kazakstan:  Serik Akhmetov also noted the delay in obtaining authorization to produce the Kazakstan National Report.  He referred to “unapproved” project being proposed.

I.R. of Iran:  Majid Abbaspour noted that some aspects of the Iran National Report still require minor work.  Majid noted need to come to a decision regarding the Trust Fund.

Azerbaijan:  Enumerated progress with CEP, for example, with hatcheries and also described new analytical laboratory facilities available in Baku.

The International Partners also updated the meeting participants on their progress on implementing the CEP.  Some pertinent comments follow:

EU/TACIS:  Helen Holm noted that their Phase I, 3-year programme started in January, 1998, comprising Technical Assistance and providing 2.4 million ECU.  EU/TACIS pledged their commitment to immediately infuse funds to establish the PCU and CRECs.  Helen also noted that while EU cannot fund Iran directly, it can “facilitate” and support UNDP and WB.  EU/TACIS mandate includes: 

· capacity building

· legislation

· institutional strengthening

Phase II funding of 3 million ECU has been approved, and will likely fund pilot projects, PIP and emergency measures.

The World Bank provided updates on several areas of activity:

· Investments in Individual Countries

· Bioresources Network

· Web Site initiation

The UNDP/GEF provided an update of its recent activities related to Project Preparation Activities for the GEF Project.  The PDF-B is nearing completion, and will have the following outputs:

1) Contribution to strengthening of CEP coordination framework

2) Completion of National Reports

3) Framework Transboundary Diagnostic Analysis

4) Project Brief and Project Document for submittal to November 1998 GEF Council

On-going discussion with donors and countries regarding cooperation and coordination.

The World Meteorological Organization (WMO) provided a brief update of its activities assisting the countries in the CASPAS Programme, which has been prepared for funding of its full project preparation and implementation phase.

The International Maritime Organization (IMO) mentioned its activities in Ballast Water PDF-B activities, and other interests in assisting with matters related to Shipping in the Caspian Sea.

The Food and Agricultural Organization (FAO) discussed its interests in assisting in implementation of the Caspian Environment Programme, specifically relating to fisheries and human health.

The United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) discussed its recent activities related to preparation of the Draft Convention for the Protection of the Caspian Environment (GET FULL AND CORRECT NAME).  UNEP also mentioned its activities related to Climate Change in the region.  

3.5
Discussion of the Revised CEP Concept Paper

The World Bank gave a brief presentation on the Revised Concept Paper, dervied from that discussed at the Istanbul Meeting of May, 1997, and revised according to comments received.  In particular, four items were presented which were not incorporated into the Revised Draft, as decisions had not yet been taken in these areas.  All four topics are under discussion at this meeting, so The World Bank expressed its desire to come to acceptance of this document as a theoretical basis for the CEP.  The four outstanding issues were _________

3.6
Discussion of the DRAFT GEF Project Brief/CEP Programme Brief

The UNDP/GEF presented an overview of the GEF Project Brief, consisting of ten primary Outputs.  At the National TDA Expert Meeting, held in Tehran the preceding week, the title of this document was altered to the CEP Programme Brief.  This decision was taken since the Brief covers actions which are beyond the scope of the GEF alone, and which will be carried out by the countries and various International Partners.  

The ten Outputs of the CEP Programme Brief are:

· Output I
Regional Management Mechanism

· Output II
Transboundary Diagnostic Analysis 

· Output III
Regional Strategic Action Programme, Endorsed at Ministerial Level

· Output IV
Effective Regional System of Contaminant Monitoring, Abatement, Control and Prevention of new types of Contamination

Effective Regional Information and Data Management Systems

· Output VI
Assessments for Sustainable Management of Living Marine Resources

· VI.1  Sustainable Management of Fish Resources and other bioresources

· VI.2  Protection of Biodiversity 

· Output VII
Public awareness and involvement in the Environmental Decision-making Process

· Output VIII
Integrated Coastal Zone Management

· VIII.1  Strategy to Live with Water Level Fluctuations

· VIII.2  Combating Coastal Desertification and land degradation

· Output IX
Strengthened Institutional, Legal and Regulatory Frameworks for Caspian Environmental Administration and Management

· Output X
Development of Priority Investment Portfolios

Outcomes written in italics represent those that were altered following discussions at the National TDA Expert Meeting.  

3.7
Overview of the Caspian Environment Programme

The International Partners provided an overview of the CEP implementation mechanisms, based on close coordination with the donors.  This discussion addressed functions of Governance, Coordination/ Management, and National Implementation.  The discussion focused on the model presented as Figure 1 in the Draft Summary and Conclusions of this meeting (Section 5).  

3.8 
Adoption of the CEP Steering Committee Terms of Reference

The Terms of Reference for the CEP Steering Committee was discussed and adopted, following clarifications and recommended changes.  The TOR is attached as Table 2 in the Draft Summary and Conclusions from this report (Section 5).  

It was discussed and agreed that the CEP Steering Committee would operate on the principle of consensus.  The exact representation of the Steering Committee will be decided by the Steering Committee itself, but it was agreed that active International Donors should join the Committee.  Non-donor international agencies might participate as observers.  The Iran delegation mentioned the importance of representation both by regional Non-Governmental Organizations (NGO) as well as by International NGOs (possibly as observers).  

3.9 
Draft Framework TDA:  Overview and presentation of Conclusions and Recommendations of National TDA Expert Meeting (26-28 April 1998)

The UNDP/GEF presented an overview of the Draft Framework Transboundary Diagnostic Analysis, as well as the Conclusions and Recommendations from the National TDA Expert Meeting of 26-28 April 1998.

Reference was made to the Report from the National TDA Expert Meeting, dated 30 April 1998, compiled by the UNDP for the record.  

3.10
Country presentation of results of deliberations on PCU and Thematic partitioning

The countries representatives met outside of Plenary Session on 3 May 1998, to discuss final locations for the PCU and the thematic areas.  Following these discussions and successful resolution of outstanding issues, the Republic of Kazakstan presented the consensus.  The consensus view (See Table 3 of the Draft Summary and Conclusions from this meeting) will represent the basis for implementation by the countries with assistance from the EU/TACIS, the World Bank, the UNDP/GEF, and other donors. 

3.11
Future Activities within the CEP (through July, 1999)

To achieve the objective of creating an Action Plan and Milestone Chart for the CEP, the counties and the International Donors were requested to provide written input stating tasks and milestones associated with those tasks.  The written contributions provided by the International Partners are included as Annex 4.

During these discussions, the need for close coordination and clarity by the International Donors was emphasized.  The International Donors met during a recess, to provide clear communication.  The Donors issued the following statements of intention:

1)  The International Partners are committed to funding all 9 themes.  The themes will be implemented in a phased manner, as funds become available.

2)  The International Partners are committed to funding one PCU.

3)  The International Partners are committed to funding up to one secretary and communications equipment, as the need exists, to serve the Intersectoral Coordinating Function.

4)  The amount of international funding is fixed, so the greater the number of centres/themes/activities, the less money for each.

5)  Not all of the international funding will be spent on PCU and thematic areas.  There are other activities, such as PIP, which will be financed by international activities.

6)  The International Partners need to understand what the specific country contributions will be to the PCU and to the Thematic areas, to make final decisions on donor resource allocations.

7)  Iran will be provided assistance, as promised at the Istanbul meeting, by the World Bank and UNDP.  Initial funding will be provided by the World Bank in the pre-GEF phase, on a parallel track.  As soon as the GEF is implemented, the funding for Iran will be assumed by the GEF.  

8)  The International partners will proceed in a consultative process with the countries during the next 45 days, to decide the specific issues of country contributions and international fund contributions.

In addition, the countries made specific requests of the International Partners:

1)  A Steering Committee meeting should be held by the end of 1998 to discuss specific agenda items:



a)  Establish rules and procedures for Steering Committee operation;


b)  Discuss/adoptTerms of Reference for specific AC and PCU which will be financed in Phase I;



c)  Develop recommendation for TACIS re: budget for Caspian Regional Expert Centres; and



d)  Prepare plans of action for CEP.


2)  The Countries would like to receive TACIS documents, so the countries can provide comments on their project


3)  A single focal point from the International Donors should be identified, and the countries recommended that UNDP serve this function

4)  Documents for future meetings should be provided in well enough in advance to allow for effective review, and in proper Russian and English.

4.
Draft Summary and Recommendations

Country representatives met informally during the Meeting to discuss possible summary statements and recommendations.  Comments were received on an earlier partial draft, and modifications made according to this input.  Full discussion and final acceptance of the full Draft Summary and Recommendations were prevented by lack of time during the second evening of the meeting, prior to meeting closure.  All Countries and International Partners are requested to comment on this Draft Summary and Recommendations within two weeks of their receipt, so they can be finalized for the record.  
DRAFT Summary and Conclusions

Caspian Environment Programme

Steering Committee Meeting

Ramsar, Islamic Republic of Iran

2 - 3 May 1998
1) The Revised Concept Paper was accepted as amended by the meeting.

2)  The meeting adopted the DRAFT CEP Programme Brief as the technical basis for the implementation of the CEP, which combines the contributions of EU/TACIS, GEF, The World Bank, and other sponsors.

3)  The meeting adopted the structure proposed for governance, coordination and national implementation for the CEP (Fig. 1).  In particular, the meeting noted the need for strong intersectoral and inter-donor coordination.

4)  The meeting adopted the Terms of Reference and composition for the Steering Committee (Table 1).

5)  The Terms of Reference for the Intersectoral Coordinating function, the PCU and the Regional Expert Centres were adopted by the meeting but will remain subject to changes from future Steering Committee meetings.

6)  The meeting recommended that the PCU Coordinator serve as the Secretary for the Steering Committee.

7)  The meeting agreed that the Steering Committee should determine its own procedures and modalities, with particular attention to involving the private sector and the NGO community.  The Steering Committee will investigate the modality of a Trust Fund to assist with sustainability of the CEP.  

8)  The meeting requested the UNDP Consultant to work with the Countries and donors to develop detailed rules and procedures for the Steering Committee for their consideration.

9)  The meeting agreed that the Steering Committee should take decisions on a consensus basis.

10)  The meeting required UNDP and EU/TACIS to coordinate their work plans very closely and to submit their respective detailed project documents by June/July 1998 for comments by the countries.

11)  The meeting accepted the Framework for the Transboundary Diagnostic Analysis as agreed at the TDA Experts meeting.

12)  The countries agreed upon the locations of the PCU and Caspian Regional Expert Centres are agreed as in Table 2.

13)  The countries requested a Steering Committee meeting by the end of 1998, and urged Donors to discuss mechanisms to fund this activity.

14)  The countries requested that UNDP serve as the focal point for the donors participating in CEP.  David Vousden of UNDP/RBEC accepted this role on behalf of UNDP.

15)  The meeting requested all documents be submitted in both English and Russian.  Documents are to be available in sufficient time prior to meetings and must be of sufficient quality prior to meetings to allow for effective review.

The CEP Steering Committee will also act as the Steering Committee for the GEF/UNDP and the EU/TACIS projects and any other projects which are incorporated under the CEP umbrella. 

Purpose:  To guide the development and implementation of an institutionally and financially sustainable strategy for the Caspian Environment Progamme, including support in mobilisation of diverse sources of financing for the Programme.

Tasks:

· Provide overall strategic policy direction to the Programme

· Assist in allocating Programme support for activities consistent with Programme objectives

· Annually review and assess the progress of the Programme and its projects

· Annually review the work plan and the corresponding budget of the Programme and its projects, and provide strategic direction

· Provide guidance to the PCU in coordinating and managing the Programme and its projects

· Encourage full participation of the private sector, as appropriate
