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INTRODUCTION:

 The first Iranian National workshop for Government and administrators and Senior industry Managers on Preparedness, Response and Cooperation as scheduled by Caspian Environment Programme was held on 16-18 July, 2001 at Ports & Shipping Organization Training complex Tehran Islamic Republic Iran.

The Workshop was organized by the Caspian Regional Thematic Center Emergency Response of Caspian Environment Programme in close coordination with Ports & Shipping Organization and full cooperation of International Maritime Organization.

Ports & Shipping Organization provided logistic support of the Workshop and CRTC ER provided stationary and secretarial, while International Maritime Organization as the International Consultant to CRTC ER delivered presentations as per agenda attached in annex 1. 

The meeting was attended by Senior Government administrators and Oil industry managers. It is notable to know that English language was adopted for the Workshop.

A complete list of participants is attached as annex 2 to this report.

The general purpose and objectives of the workshop was to familiarize the participants with the norm of international practices as recommended by international Maritime Organization on the responsibilities of the members of an Oil Spill response team Organization to effectively respond to an Oil Spill through the development of equipment and resources at the National level, also to focus on the operational management and polices involved in responding to Oil Spill.

The detailed objectives of the workshop were as follows:

· Provide an overview of main sources of oil to marine environment and their relative size, the changes that occur to oil types when spilled and the potential environment (ecological, commercial and amenity) impacts that may ensure and safety implications of split oil. An appreciation of how oil changes effect response decisions.

· Describe elements of an integrated contingency plan with particular emphasis on how to achieve a successful management of spills of national significance.

· Provide an overview of the main response strategies employed during oil spill incidents, the operational limitations issues that may arise.

This will enable participants to understand choices to be made by the response authority and responders regarding strategies and either defend or explain why such choices are made.

· To highlight the rationale for international co-operation in dealing with major pollution events with reference to existing intergovernmental agreements and oil industry arrangements.
· To outline the international liability and compensation conventions covering oil pollution damage from tankers.
· Give the participants an overview of oil spill management process and discuss the advantages / disadvantages of differing organizational structures and regimes.
· Emphasize the importance of clearly understanding roles and responsibilities.
· Highlight the issues that arise from multi agency integrated response linking national, regional and international agencies and the oil industries “ tiered “ response structure.
· To consider the roles and responsibilities of senior managers and administrators from government and industry in public information and media issues.
· For the successful management of any task it is important to have clear objectives, targets and some way of measuring performance towards the target.                                                                                            
· To discuss the factors to be considered in terminating response operations.

Day 1

Opening remarks of Iran National Workshop

Mr. Taymourtash, Director- General of safety and Maritime protection, Ports & Shipping Org. I.R.Iran was the first speaker of the first Iranian National Workshop, in his opening remarks he welcomed governmental organization, oil industry, oil companies, NAVY and other relevant organizations to the national Workshop.

He mentioned that this National Workshop is been scheduled by Caspian Environment Programme, IMO, CRTC Emergency Response which is hosted at Ports & Shipping Org. as part of the contribution to the CEP as it was promised by the PSO D.G. at the 2nd Emergency Response working group meeting in Howeyzeh Hotel, 8-9 Khordad 29-30 May, 2001.He added I would like to invite you to have an active participation in the Workshop and I hope your work would be as fruitful as possible and your efforts will help the development of Iran National plan of oil spill preparedness, response and co-operation. Also he thanked Mr. John Ostergaard from IMO as international consultant to Emergency Response center who has been very co-operative and active in Tehran and Caspian region.

Then he delivered a message to the Iranian participants in Farsi and concluded his remarks with an apology to the English spoken participants.

Mr. Taymourtash Farsi message follows:

I wish to express my content for being amongst you for the 1st National Workshop as scheduled by Caspian Environment programme (CEP).

As you may know recently we held the second regional meeting of the Emergency response working group in Howeyzeh Hotel, 8-9 khordad (29-30 May) and we benefited the presentations delivered by national representatives of littoral states as well as the

                                            .                                                                                             Last week Capt.Tavana took part in a meeting in Baku in respect of “Transboundary 

Diagnostic Analysis” where he and his colleagues were trying to discuss and develop the route causes of the Caspian Sea Environmental degradation. 

We are also trying to have a meeting of CEP and ROPME organization with the objective of co-ordination of the National Contingency planning in Caspian Sea and Persian Gulf.

In respect of pollution we have another on going project in relation to “Global management programme”. 

Also we have the sample taking at khark Island for the “invasive species” which are delivered to Persian Gulf by Tankers discharging their Ballast Water in to the sea prior loading, also another on going project is the reception facilities which PSO, IRISL and also foreign investment has been agreed.

This year we hope to establish the reception facilities at “Khark Island”, “Bandar Imam Khomeini” and “Shahid Rajaee”. because in 2002 we are going to declare the P.G area as “special zone” therefore we have to join the Marpol convention which in turn makes it compulsory for us to establish reception facilities in our main ports. 

However since the National Workshop is an important matter and you will be involved for the next 2-3 days ahead I finish my remarks and leave the floor to Mr. Ostergaard.


Mr. Ostergaard in his welcome address reflected his content for taking part in the Workshop and on behalf of his Departmental Manager Mr. William O’Neal, welcomed all participants to the National Workshop on oil spill preparedness, response and co-operation in I.R.Iran.

He wished to extend his appreciation to the Government of I.R.I for hosting this National Workshop and in particular to the Ports & Shipping Org. of Iran for their efforts and assistant provided and for inviting the workshop to take place in such beautiful site.

He also expressed his appreciation to CRTC ER staff that have been responsible for most of the logistic and secretarial related matters and for preparation of this Workshop and finally a warm thank to the oil industry for being present here in such a big number.

He added in most cases the industry may be considered as polluters when we talk about oil pollution but without oil industry active participation in the National contingency planning, it will be almost impossible to develop sustainable National and local contingency plan.

Oil industry experiences and resources should always be taken in to consideration and be a natural part of the National and local contingency planning process. 

Further he added, as you are aware, the International Maritime Organization or IMO and Caspian Environment Programme (CEP) have signed an interagency agreement on IMO support for the development of a regional plan on co-operation in case of a major oil spill of the Caspian Sea. 

However in IMO we do not believe it is possible to develop regional co-operation without building on a foundation of National Plans of the region concerned. Therefore IMO, the Caspian Environment Programme and the oil industry has agreed to support the development of a modern National oil spill contingency plans for each of the Caspian states. During the Second Regional Emergency Response group meeting held here in Tehran on 29-30 May, this year, it was confirmed that in particular Azerbaijan and I.R.Iran were in an urgent need for an immediate support, therefore the working group agreed that as a first step, National workshops should be held as soon as possible in those two countries, the Workshop in Azerbaijan was planned for 16-18 June this year but due to unforeseen changes within the government of Azerbaijan the Workshop was postponed until later this year.

Gentlemen as you can see from the number of participants in this room the planned Workshop for Iran did not have to be postponed and it is a pleasure to see so many people here as the representatives of government authorities and the industries, I.R.Iran has as so many other countries of the world who were facing two water bodies of different physical nature has a special problem when it comes to National Oil Spill contingency planning. Its National plan has to cover both the Caspian and the Persian Gulf and at the same time the plan has to take into consideration the different nature of Environment of these two water bodies. Of discussion I had with colleagues from the Ports & Shipping Org. of Iran it is my understanding that a great deal of preparatory work has already taken place and the development of National plan and that the first part of the plan has almost been finalized.

However there is still a long way to go before the National plan can be formally adopted and subsequently implemented. Some of you may ask is it really necessary to have this National Workshop when the first part of the National plan is almost ready, my answer to those will be that it is a good idea due to the fact that your National plan had to be compatible with other National contingency plans developed by other states of Caspian Sea and Persian Gulf, to the best of my knowledge their National plans had been developed with due consideration to the International accepted guide lines which have been developed in IMO.

Therefore it is the objective of this Workshop to ensure that I.R.Iran has the same background information for developing its National contingency plan as the other coastal states have had. At the same time this Workshop will provide a golden opportunity to bring all parties concerned closer together. Gentlemen once again welcome to this National Workshop on Oil Spill Preparedness Response and co-operation for I.R.Iran and my best wishes for a fruitful outcome.

Captain Tavana was the next speaker who welcomed the participants on behalf of I.R.Iran and Caspian Environment Programme, and wished this Workshop be a fruitful one too. Then he gave a brief information on conduct of the Workshop and added that he would sit as chairman of the Workshop during sessions ahead.

The floor was given to Mr.Ostergaard for the first lecture on cause, fate and effects of spilled oil, but prior to that an 11 minutes IMO film titled “ working together “ was shown.  

The main parts of the lecture are in accordance annex 2 attached.

Next presentation was on Contingency planning delivered by Mr. John Ostergaard main parts of this presentation is in accordance with annex 3 attached.

The next presentation was delivered by Capt.Tavana on current status of contingency planning in Iran. The presentation is attached as annex 4.

After lunch a Presentation on General regional profile was delivered by Capt. Tavana as per annex 5 attached.

After coffee break the panel discussion covered various aspects of contingency planning, such as dispersants, regional agreements, custom facilitation for moving man / equipment between states at the end of panel discussion parts of the contingency planning which was missed out was delivered by Mr. Ostergaard.

At the end of panel discussion the film working together was shown to the participants.

The last session of first day was “oil spill strategy which was delivered by Mr.Ostergaard. Main parts of the lecture is covered at annex 6 of this report. 

Day 2

The first Lecture of day 2 was “Communication and Media Issues”, which was delivered by Mr.Ostergaard. The main points of this presentation are available at annex 7 of this report.

Second presentation was a “Regional co-operation with the Persian Gulf and the Caspian sea”.

Mr.Ostergaard went through details of the ROPME (Kuwait) Regional co-operation Protocol also MEMAC organization which was developed in 86.

Next session after morning break was International co-operation and legal framework delivered by Mr.Ostergaard. The main points of this lecture are in annex 8 of this report.

Next lecture delivered by Mr.Ostergaard was Spill Management-Roles and Responsibilities. Main points discussed in this session are attached annex 9 of this report.

After lunch Mr.Ostergaard delivered a lecture on liability, Compensation and Cost recovery. The main points discussed are available in annex 10 of this report.

The next lecture delivered before afternoon coffee break was Measure of Success delivered by Mr. Ostergaard. The main points of this lecture are available in annex 11 of this report.

The last session of day 2 was Termination of Response delivered by Mr.Ostergaard. The main points of which is available in annex 12 to this report.

After this Capt.Tavana, briefed the participants for the next morning exercise.

Then the exercise handouts were issued to the group leaders.

Each group was allocated a room for group discussion and decisions making on the 10 typical questions asked. The questions were designed so that most of the issues, which were discussed during the last 2 days, were highlighted and the participants could answer according to what they have gained.

Although it was intended the groups gather in the main conference room by 09:30 to present the answers to the 10 questions, but all the groups asked for more time for further discussion to conclude the right answers to questions. Therefore the time was extended to 11:00 hour.

At 11:00 groups gathered in the main conference room and the questions were put up by Mr.Ostergaard and each group presented their solution which was again discussed and with consideration to the week and strong points the advantages and disadvantages of each case was discussed and the right action to be taken in such situations were presented to the participants.

The scenario for this exercise and the questions were so designed that the participant could master what they have learnt during the 1st and 2nd days of the workshop.

The full package of scenario, the detailed area map and questions are attached as annex 13 to this report.

The next session prior to the lunch was the" Role of NGO's in oil spill response“ delivered by Mr.Mostofi from Shell development Tehran office.

In his presentation which was delivered in Iranian language with an apology to English spoken participants, he said I will be presenting the NGO's views in respect of oil pollution and oil spill so he took off his Shell cap and put his NGO cap on. He then explained the experience he has gone through a few years ago, as follows:

A few years ago a serious oil spill occurred in Persian Gulf area and before I get involved in this incident and because of my environmental connections I was consulted by the Prime Minister office to deal with the social impact of the spill . It  was expanding all the time and in fact it remained in the area for a long period almost 8-9 months, therefore it reached the Kuwait desalination plant and due to this problem Kuwaitis could not use the water from the plant. At that time my knowledge of oil spill Response was very limited and the only thing I could do was to get in touch with management of Bonyad organization (a governmental organization) in order to find a way to overcome the problem of water shortage in Kuwait and compensate for the  damage.

At the time the Damavand mineral water producing company was not in a good shape therefore I thought of hitting two targets with one arrow, so we load up two small Vessels with Damavand mineral water and sent them over to Kuwait. But Kuwaitis did not accept the Vessels and returned them back to Iran. This was mostly due to the political atmosphere prevailed in the area at that time.

This was my first practical experience in respect of public relation and the kind of reaction one should expect from the neighboring countries in similar situations. 

After that due to my personal affection to Caspian Sea and its environment I got involved with Caspian Sea and its related problems. We held 5 seminars on Caspian Sea pollution with the help of an organization called ISAR, three presentations were held in Kazakhstan, one in Baku and one in Russia and representatives of  all NGO's form Caspian Sea gathered together to exchange ideas  regarding problems related to Caspian pollution, find venues to cooperate with transnational corporations .

 I attended these Seminars as the representative of south Caspian region and other NGO's as representatives of Boomiran, an environmental NGO from Iran other parts of the Caspian Sea region decided to hold those seminars in order to monitor the problems of deterioration of Caspian Sea due to such pollution. 

As an Iranian who had seen all around the Caspian Sea coast, I knew that my countrymen around Iranian Caspian Sea coast would be affected the most in case of oil spills in the region. This is due to the fact that Iranian coast is the most populated in the area (nearly 11,000,000 people live in the 3 coastal province of Iranian Caspian coast).

Although at present Iran introduces the least pollution and Iranian rivers Joining the Caspian Sea are comparatively small, but in case of spill we will experience the worst impact of oil spills in the region.

Also we are noticing a large portion of coastal zones around the Caspian already polluted. Such an example is in Kazakhstan where there is a nuclear desalination plant that we don't know anything about its condition and the observation of International standards of preventive measures is not known. This really is a threat to the area, and that is why I tried my best to show my worries and concern to other NGO's of the region during the above mentioned Seminars.

However the consensus decision of NGO's was that all NGO's of the Caspian littoral states to organize a consortium and outline the solution to the problems in the region and this could facilitate the people of littoral state to be part of the decision making structure so that they could help each other out in cases of emergency.

From the NGO's point of view, the National solution to regional problems are not that attractive, e.g. the Black Sea Program was not a successful one the NGO's are looking at these kind of solution from a special angle and they see these movement as an administrative or working group without a sustainable outcome. Therefore being suspicious towards such projects makes them to be very sensitive. They expect these programs to be more tangible and they want to know how such programs are going to effect their real life and how practical they can be. It means they want to be part of monitoring process. I explained the NGO's attitude towards such programs. 

In fact the main objectives that I joined Shell, was Shell's commitments to involve NGOs and also their concern and alertness about environment.  

 I joined Shell, professionally since Shell was offering a good prospect for cooperation with NGOs.

What is happening now is that NGO's are emerging as the decision makers in the management level or as share holders of companies and organizations are making a very good job dealing with environmental problems and as individuals will influence their companies for observation of environmental values in case they don't observe these values.

A few years ago not me but many others, had a different view in relation towards International companies. My views are somewhat changed and are different because as a manager in an international company as well as a member of an NGO I could observe how considerate, consistent and serious some companies are, in order to mitigate or terminate the day by day Environment problems they are facing. The presence of Mr. Grainger and all of you here in this workshop is a good example to support this idea.

 Unfortunately there is no other NGO in this gathering but I wish the representatives of other NGOs could take part in these sessions and could see for themselves that all concerned parties have gathered here and are following the matter with great interests and their goal is to develop a solution to our National Problems of Oil Spill. 

The  pollution is a regional as well as a  National Problem and everyone would be effected. 

Our interests towards the Environmental problems and this gathering here for 3 days is showing that all of us here are very much concerned and we do care for the Environmental Problems we are facing with.

At the end Mr. Mostofi added I am very thankful to Capt. Tavana and Mr. Ostergaard for arranging such a fruitful workshop and the CEP which is trying to organize littoral states in combating the pollution in the region which is one of the most important regional issues, with due consideration that non of the organizations in the region accept the responsibility in respect of the present pollution in our area, as an NGO or/and on behalf of Shell, would like to announce that we are ready to help in this respect at any time and we support PSO / IMO / CEP or any other organization whose goals are to help to mitigate the pollution in our area.

After lunch and before conclusions of the Workshop, in a 30 minutes  “Discussion and agreement of the National Plan”, Mr.Ostergaard pointed out that before IMO CEP sign a contract, he had visited PCU in Baku and CRTC ER Tehran and at that time IMO knew that almost nothing was in place in Azerbaijan and we put a session where we were going to identify the responsible agencies to deal with the contingency planning and then also to discuss plan of action for how to deal with the development of the contingency plan, he added that for Iran we knew already that the responsible governmental agency is Ports & Shipping Org. so, there is no point to discuss this point because that decision has been taken already at a much higher level than that we are working on now and that therefore there is no need to discuss that, also as understood the Ports & Shipping Org. has already established a working group where all the key players of the contingency planning are involved and they are making a good progress with developing the national plan of Iran so it would be inappropriate if IMO starts to intervene in to a progress which is already on going. So therefore we were quite happy to spent more time on exercise this morning and more or less jump that session from 11:00 to 12:15 in the programme because you could say that events had overtaken the programme. 

When it comes to an action plan for how to continue the work in Iran IMO has already expressed our willingness and involvements for assisting Iran as far as we can and I have a commitment also from the International oil industry that they are prepared to support the process as far as they can, what we are waiting for now is more or less you or the people involved in the contingency planning process to finalize the 1st draft and IMO has promised that we are very pleased to go through that plan and make our comments in what we thought that should be changed or agree to what is in the plan already and then we have the plan it might be worth while to consider if we should call in again all the parties involved and have another regional meeting where we focus much more on the content of the plan and what the wording in the plan really means and the implications to the various agencies involved in the planning progress, and as mentioned IMO would be very pleased to take part in such a process and I am sure that the oil industry will also be pleased to take part in such an exercise you may cal it. 

So therefore I think at this time it would be premature if we start to come up with a time or schedule for what we are going to do, we think that people who have been working on the contingency plan for Iran should have the time to finalize their work and then when they have done what they think is right then let us talk about it and see if we can make any suggestion for improvement or if there are any things that should be adjusted so therefore to develop an action plan for continuation of the National progress, I don’t think it would be appropriate.

A video of “what is IMO” was shown to the participants. Before the final session.

In the final session “conclusions of the workshop”, Mr. Taymourtash, the General Director of Safety and Maritime Protection Ports and shipping org. I.R.I, delivered the final remarks as follows:

I am sure that all of you with the help of Mr. John Ostergaard the representative of IMO learnt a lot during these three days, the presentations delivered would help us to develop a better National contingency plan and we appreciate Mr. Ostergaard’s efforts which is a record for doing a three man job alone I think it was a very hard job, I remember at the first day Mr. Ostergaard mentioned that he had caught a cold, I don’t know how he managed these 3 days with such a cold.

However as far as I heard from my colleagues he has done very well and therefore on behalf of PSO I really appreciate what he has done.

I don’t want to make a long speech due to it is late hours in the afternoon and it is hot, so if you agree I give the floor to Mr. Ostergaard for final remarks.

Mr. Ostergaard in his final remarks on behalf of IMO and himself thanked all participants  and added that the purpose of presentation given during last 3 days has been to bring in to your attention the International Regulations and guidelines related to National and regional contingency planning , I think we have touched on a lot of things and I want to thank all of you that have been able to cope with me saying so much. 

I don’t really think I have observed anybody falling sleep during my presentation and I take it as that you have been interested in what I have been saying and what I have been telling you I think it is great to be here together with you, so I would like to thank all of you for what you did, your patient and activities, your question and discussions we had outside during the breaks.

I would also like to thank Captain Tavana and his staff and his younger son, because during last meeting I met his older son and now I met his younger son for their helpfulness and for all the paperwork they have been doing behind the screen they have been two great people working together. Thank you to the technicians for all the video / audio staff here the music and so on that worked very well.

I would like to thank Ports & Shipping Org. of Islamic Republic of Iran, for allowing us to have this Workshop on this beautiful site, and for myself I hope you will pass our thanks for excellent catering and for a very nice atmosphere, good rooms, good facilities and also of course thank you for all the support we had during the Workshop, that is more or less what I want to say in such a short time but of course the most important of the whole thing is all the participants, so therefore again thank you very much to all of you for being here. Thank you.

Mr. Hafezi from oil expert terminals in his remarks said as a person who is dealing with oil spill and having a small responsibility I must confess that we have gained a lot from this Workshop therefore I want to thank Mr. Taymourtash and his group, CEP, Captain Tavana and IMO Mr. Ostergaard also the books I have received my colleagues too will benefit from it in the NIOC and I wanted to thank you for books as well.

Mr. Mostofi from Shell thanked the organizors, the PSO, CEP, Mr.Ostergaard, Capt.Tavana for the excellent Workshop added that although he has been working in an oil company but without any doubt in respect of contingency planning he has learnt a lot. 

In his closing remarks Capt. Tavana on behalf of Caspian Environment programme added I thank you all for taking such active participation during the workshop and I hope that the participants have benefited of the Workshop and what they have learnt would become useful in developing the National Contingency Planning of relevant local and offshore organization within the areas of responsibility allocated to them according the contingency plan.

He also added he will reflect the attitude of the participant towards organizing another similar Workshop for people who couldn’t take part in this Workshop. He added that of course organizing similar Workshop would be up to CEP and PCU to decide.

At the end all the participants were issued a special Certificate as per attached as annex 14 to this report.

Along with the Certificate a Workshop group photo was given to each participant and also a special bag with Shell embalm containing pamphlets of Shell development company and a special photograph book by Shell, showing the Iranian customs of the past up to the end of Ghajar Dynasty namely “Sevrguin’s IRAN”.
