Mission Note No. PBM-1 – Pollution load

Period of stay: 25 of January to 5 of march 1999.

This paper contains the main findings and information collected during the stay of Mr. Peer Bo Mortensen (PBM) at the RCPC.

Purpose of visit:

The purpose of the study is to collect data for the assessment of environmental impact from point sources on the Caspian Sea. The data obtained will be used for the preparation of the Transboundary Diagnostic Analysis leading to priority Investment Projects.

The objective of this mission was to review relevant material and report with information on industries, rivers and cities prepared by national and international organisations. Start up the collection of pollution load data from Azerbaijan and initiate collection of pollution data from point sources in Russia, Turkmenistan, Kazakhstan and Iran, concerning:

· Rivers

· Industries

· Waste water treatment plants

· Cities 

The collected data will be used to set up pollution load strategies for the countries bordering the Caspian Sea.

Gather information from cities and industries along coastline and waste water discharge. Monitoring data for sediment and water in Caspian Sea to be collected from State Committee of Ecology. 

Letter sent to State Committee by Latife 4.3.1999 – 

To be followed up with contracts in april by Niels.

Latifa are working on legal tables for Azerbaijan on:

· air pollution standards standards 

· stndards on wastewater discharge, and 

· WQ standard for rivers and Caspian Sea  

to be delivered in april. 

Latifa fill in all gathered information on cities by filling in city list for cities on located on the coastline of Azerbaijan. The table should be filled in with data, which are already gathered by Latifa. When official data receives these will be compared to the prepared list with information on cities. The information will be corrected accordingly. 

Comments by PBM on Turkmenistan report in relation to follow up on data delivered. The report shall be translated into english and delivered to PBM. NIT and PBM decide whether the new tables should be applied and further questions applied.

PBM shall prepare a requirement list for monitoring in Caspian Sea – Russia area and send this to NIT by returning to Denmark from Azerbaijan. This list will be send to Katunin group – Caspian Regional Thematic Centre – Fisheries and they will prepare the material on basis on local contracts.

Latifa shall get a Maps from Ramiz Mamedov 

Other outstanding issues:

Collection of data of load and monitoring data from other Caspian CIS countries and Iran to be started up in april.

Maps of Caspian Sea and seashore with cities, rivers and industries to be prepared.

How to prepare maps for reporting 

Discharge data from major industries in greater Baku to be collected

Discharge data from WWTP in Baku and coastal cities.
