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Introduction

This report describes the main activities performed and results obtained during the mission of the Industrial Institutional Specialist Mr. Finn Pedersen, DHI Water & Environment in the period from 15 May to 1 June 2001.

1. Purpose of mission

The purpose of the mission was to continue activities regarding development of harmonised procedures for setting of emission limit values for the Caspian Sea region and development of methods for drafting a priority list of chemical substances to be monitored regularly within the coming Framework Convention for the Caspian Sea (cf. the specified Terms of Reference for mission 2 attached as Appendix 1 and the Terms of Reference for the activity given in End of Mission Report No. 6, Appendix 1). 

2. Activities performed

2.1. Preparation of training material

According to the Project document, key specialists attached to the CCPC shall be introduced to modern pollution control practices including, a.o., procedures for development of emission standards and permit procedures. This knowledge should later be disseminated throughout the region. 

For this purpose training material has been prepared consisting of 6 PowerPoint presentations with the following titles:

· Derivation of Water Quality Standards (WQS)

· Ecotoxicology applied in risk assessment and regulation of industrial wastewater

· Example: Environmental risk assessment of waste water from Sun Chemicals

· Establishment of Emission Limits for direct discharge of industrial effluent to the aquatic environment

· Establishment of Emission Limits for discharge of industrial effluent via sewage treatment plants

· Permit setting and statistical basis for compliance control

The PowerPoint presentations have been prepared in both English and Russian language and are therefore suitable for use in all of the five littoral countries to the Caspian Sea.

2.2. Training of local key specialists

A seminar was held at the CCPC on 30 & 31 May 2001. The seminar was attended by 7-12 specialists from the CCPC and ERM, Baku. 

A more intensive training was given to Rovshan Mahmudov, local Industrial Specialist at the CCPC, who will further disseminate the knowledge to the five countries during seminars.

2.3. Drafting of report on emission limit values

During mission 1 of the Industrial Institutional Specialist in January 2001, the first attempts to prepare a report on emission limit values were taken. Further work on this report has been done during the present mission and a draft report has now been completed. The report describes in details the principles on environmental risk assessment of industrial wastewater and substances contained in the waste water as well as principles for establishment of risk-based emission limits for discharges both direct to the aquatic environment and to sewage systems. Thus, the report describes the rationale behind the training material prepared. A finishing touch still needs to be given to the draft report.

2.4. Drafting of report on priority list

Initial work on describing a methodology for a systematic development of a priority list for the Caspian Sea was done during mission 1. Further work on this methodology was done during the present mission.

3. Results obtained

The following results were obtained:

· Training material was prepared

· Local key specialists were trained

· A draft report on emission limit values was prepared

· Work on the report on priority list was done

· Presentation of methodology for a systematic development of a list of priority substances and the preliminary priority list at seminar(s) for selected local specialists (input about 2-3 days).

6. Background

The Caspian Environment Programme is funded by the Tacis programme of the European Union. As a part of the programme, the Caspian Centre for Pollution Control has been established in Baku. Among the tasks of the centre are to introduce modern environmental management practice. Pertaining to this, seminars should be arranged on the following topics:

· to develop “procedures for development of emission standards and identification of priority pollutants”

· “strengthening of the legal institutional framework, including permit procedures and enforcement procedures”

According to the Project Document, local key specialists attached to the CCPC will be introduced to relevant materials and will be trained in the approaches by EU experts assigned to the CCPC. Those key experts should later act as multipliers and give seminars in the various littoral countries around the Caspian Sea.

7. Activities and outputs

Mission 2 of Finn Pedersen is scheduled to take place in the period from Wednesday 16 May to Thursday 31 May 2001.

Mission 2 activities will focus on training of local counterparts/​consultants, drafting of the priority list of pollutants to be monitored in future, and drafting of methodology for setting of emission limit values for discharges from industries to the Caspian Sea and to sewerage systems conveying waste water to the Caspian Sea (cf. End of Mission Report No. 6, January 2001). 
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
