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1. Monitoring of Ground and Recreational Water

 Monitoring of ground water (City of Bezmein) and recreational water (City of Turkmenbashi) is being carried out in compliance with the Terms of Reference developed for their participants. Results for Turkmenistan are regularly sent to Dr. Kathy Pond and Aidan Cronin to the Robin’s Center, Great Britain.   

Participants of the monitoring in Iran and Azerbaijan have been identified; contracts are concluded with them and the monitoring started in September 2001. CRTC is in active correspondence with experts of the Roben’s Center, PCU of the Program and participants of the monitoring in Azerbaijan. So far the communication with participants of the monitoring in Iran could not be establish though the Co-directors appealed with this request to the intersectoral assistant of Iran and to the National Focal Point of the Islamic Republic of Iran. The state of the monitoring in Iran is known only from the Interim Report of Kathy Pond and Aidan Cronin.

The scheduled visit to Iran and Azerbaijan for supervising the monitoring procedure has been postponed due to the objective reasons to mid January 2002. 

2. Health Profile

The work on amendments of the Health Profile has completed in compliance with the WHO comments, and the final copy of the Health Profile has been submitted to the Program Coordinating Unit.   

Terms of Reference have been developed for five experts in all the Caspian littoral states and submitted for consideration to the CEP PCU.   

3. Network of Contact Persons

Taking into consideration the established network of contact persons in the CEP, names and positions of officials assumed for implementation of the work within the Health Profile were included in Terms of Reference.  

4. Demographic Profile

On October 23, 2001 there was a meeting of Co-directors of the Center with Mr. H. Ghaffarzadeh, the PCU economist, where the further tasks and working plan of the Center were discussed.    

The issue of involving a local expert-economist for the detailed analysis of data and information on the Caspian Demographic Profile has also been raised.  

By the end of November the data gathering on the Caspian Demographic Profile was completed. The additional documents were used for this purpose as follows: Social-Economic Surveys for five Caspian littoral countries.  

The analysis of data gathered within the Demographic Profile, both on the country level of five littoral countries and on the Hinterland level using diagrams and tables, has been commenced.   

5. Target Studies

The Center has developed the Terms of Reference on “Processes of Desertification and Human Health in the City of Turkmenbashi and its Environs”, and on November 5, 2001 it was sent to the Program Coordinating Unit to be considered.  This Terms of Reference on a target study has been sent by the Program Coordinating Unit to the World Health Organization for consideration. 

Terms of Reference on the other five target studies have been developed. 

6. Participation in the Meeting of the Steering Committee

S. Sakhatova has developed and gave a report on the Center’s activities at the regular meeting of the Steering Committee held in Moscow on October 31 – November 1, 2001.  

7. Participation in TDA

N. Mamedova took part in the 4th Meeting on the Transboundary Diagnostic Analysis held in Baku on November 26-29, 2001.  

8. Other Activities

In close cooperation with Mr. H. Ghaffarzadeh, the economist of the Program, and PCU the website of the Center has been developed highlighting the CEP activities.
