 Kazakhstan part of the Caspian Sea is mainly the north-east one or the north-east Caspian with contiguous coastal part. This is the most shallow sea part characterized by moderate depth and a plenty of reed-bed that is a place for habitation, molt, feeding and reproduction of million migrating birds as well as the main place of sturgeon fish growing-period. Also flood-lands and delta of the Ural River with present Ural-Caspian navigation canal is a sea part of Kazakhstan. This is a place for habitation of a thousand sea birds and semi-aquatic birds as well as unique sturgeon spawning grounds. In that way the north-east Caspian shoal and Ural flood-lands are the most ecological sensitive areas that are highly valuable for conservation of sea biodiversity. At the same time these places are subject to human influence because there are the most perspective oil and gas fields, carrying out of intensive oil exploring for further oil extraction, ship and helicopter traffic. The north-east Caspian, a part of its coast together with the Ural flood-lands have a reserved status. It is essential to come to an official agreement with environment and border services to have the right to be on this territory. For putting to sea and investigation of reed-bed and the Ural flood-lands it is necessary a special transport (with air-cushion support or caterpillar-mounted) and sea craft. It is necessary to overcome more than 10 kilometers along shallow water, reed-bed and aquatic vegetation to reach water area of sea. At the same time it is possible accumulation of inconspicuous sea garbage in reed-bed. Taking into account aforesaid circumstances monitoring and sea garbage cleaning in reed-bed and the Ural flood-lands are connected with certain difficulties and high costs.  Access to the sea is more aggravated with frequent surging sea effects.  There are a low number of settlements on sea coast within the bounds of Atyrau region. Ghambai is the closest settlement to the river Ural. It is a small source of garbage and domestic waste going into the river and sea.   Traveling, monitoring and sea garbage cleaning of coastal territory is carrying out with usual motor transport along present earth road.                                                    

There is not vast reed-bed on the sea and coastal territory of region Mangystau. The territory is characterized by a meandering coastline, calm wave conditions and it is more convenient for monitoring and sea garbage cleaning.  Besides this part of sea and coast is more developed    economically and is more open to pollution with garbage and waste. There is a settlement Bautino that is the main productive base of oil companies functioning in region. Bay with berth for watercraft is situated there. Also there is Atyrau international seaport carrying out the main sea transportations with regime of special economic zone. Local administration, seaport administration and productive structure of oil companies can control and carry out sea garbage cleaning on dependent territories within their authority and duty. At the same time it is sufficiently difficult and long process to clean the bays of Bautino from sunken ship and ship repair equipment. It is referred to so-called “historical pollution”. 

Reed-bed in the Ural delta and in the north-east part of Caspian are the most difficult for monitoring and SG cleaning.  Total area of reed-bed in Ural delta is equal 750 square kilometer along 95 km, total area of reed-bed in the north-earth sea part is equal 958.8 square kilometer along 220.7 km.
