Supplying the floating hotels located in the Volga river delta with the equipment for the sewage purification

Project Summary 
There are about 25 officially registered floating hotels in Astrakhan and water consumption of each of them is 4000 cubic meters in a year on the average. One of the most acute ecological problems for the tourist operators is sewage deliverance. Due to irregularity of the sewage intake by specialized ships, significant risks of emergency overflows from the sewage tanks exit. 
The volume of purified sewage as a result of the project realization will be 16000 cubic meters in a year. The project will equip four floating hotels located in the Volga river delta with the systems of sewage purification that will lead to the lowering of water pollution in the location of equipped floating hotels to zero level that will be confirmed by the results of analysis and issued certificates. The technology could be used at larger scale after one year project.
Background

At present time the economics of the Astrakhan region is of stable and progressive development. One of the most dynamically developed economical branches is the fishing and hunting tourism. The tourists put up at the floating hotels in the delta of the Volga River because of the absence of the flood-free lands. One of the most important ecological problems for the tourist operators is sewage deliverance. At present time the special ships perform the intake of sewage that accumulates as a consequence of the floating hotels activity. 

This method, however, has some disadvantages: 

1. Dependence from the water level of the Volga River. In some periods of time (duration up to 1 month) the water level does not allow the specialized ships to approach the floating hotels.  

2. Irregularity of the sewage intake. In view of the substantial number of the floating hotels and limitted number of specialized ships for sewage intake in the Volga River delta it is barely impossible to perform the regular planned intake of sewage. Thus there is a high probability of the emergency situations at the overflow of the sewage tanks, i.e. unplanned emergency discharge of the sewage into the water area. 

As per the data of the independent experts, the emergency discharges of sewage are in the order of 40 000 cubic meters per annum from all floating facilities in the Volga river delta. There are no specific data on the floating hotels but it is obvious that they contribute to the pollution as well.  The present up-to-date systems of sewage purification will help to solve this problem more effectively. 

Goals and objectives

The goals of the project are:

· Supplying the four floating hotels located in the Volga river delta with the equipment for the sewage purification (ООО «Multifunctional Company “ROSMA Ltd.”; ООО «Volga-Part»; ООО «Vzmorie»; ООО «Tin-Tour») that will lead to the lowering of water  pollution in the aquatic area of the Tishkovsky, Belinsky, Igolkinsky and Karalatsky banks. 
· Establishment of general algorithm of setting and agreeing with the state controlling bodies the equipment for the sewage purification for the further implementation at other floating hotels.
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
