The “Conference on the Caribbean - A 20/20 Vision” will be held in Washington, DC from June 19 - 21, 2007.  It aims to strengthen the existing relationship between the US and the Caribbean Community (CARICOM) and to develop future relationships and focus on the way forward to achieve developmental objectives for the Caribbean.

The Columbus Memorial Library has mounted an exhibit that highlights the relationship and includes the titles “Partnership for Prosperity and Security in the Caribbean”, “The US and the Caribbean”, “US Caribbean Relations in the 21st Century” and “Evolving US Strategy for Latin America and the Caribbean”.  Also included are several OAS publications on Disaster Planning and Development and Cultural Patrimony and the Tourism Product.

On display are several treaties and agreements including the Treaty of Chaguaramas establishing the Caribbean Community (CARICOM) signed in Trinidad and Tobago in 1973; the Agreement between the General Secretariat of the OAS and CARICOM signed in Nassau, the Commonwealth of Bahamas in 1992; and the Caribbean American Heritage Month Proclamation signed by US President George Bush in 2006.

The exhibit is mounted in display cases on the corridor behind the Patio of the Main Building and outside of the Simon Bolivar Room.
