STUDY OF THE SCALE OF QUOTA ASSESSMENTS

(Resolution adopted at the first plenary session,
held on November 12, 1998)


THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,


HAVING SEEN the Report of the Permanent Council on the Scale of Quota Assessments [AG/doc.8 (XXV-E/98)];


TAKING NOTE of the study entitled “Alternative Proposals for Establishing Member States’ Quotas to the Regular Fund” (CP/doc.3096/98); and

CONSIDERING:


That by resolution AG/RES. 1594 (XXVIII-O/98), the General Assembly requested the Permanent Council “to review and make recommendations on the current scale of quota assessments to the General Assembly at its special session on budgetary matters later this year,” and at the same time instructed the General Secretariat to prepare a study on the scale of quota assessments to assist the Permanent Council in its review; 


That due to lack of time, the Permanent Council was unable to complete its mandate under resolution AG/RES. 1594 (XXVIII-O/98),

RESOLVES:


1.
To extend the mandate under resolution AG/RES. 1594 (XXVIII-O/98), for the Permanent Council’s review of the current scale of quota assessments and presentation of the corresponding recommendations until the twenty-ninth regular session of the General Assembly.

To request the General Secretariat to continue providing the Permanent Council with the necessary technical support for completing that review.
